The International Council on Grapevine Trunk Diseases, ISPP Subject Matter Committee on Grapevine Trunk Diseases, is pleased to invite you to the 6th International Workshop on Grapevine Trunk Diseases (IWGTD) that will be held in Florence, Italy on 1-3 September 2008, in the town centre, at the Aula Magna of the University, 5 meters away from the Academy gallery hosting Michelangelo’s David. 
The workshop, organized jointly with the Mediterranean Phytopathological Union, will dedicate special attention to esca (black measles) and related diseases (Petri disease, brown-wood streaking of vine cuttings, and white decay in particular) but will also welcome research papers on other wood diseases of grapevine, such as those caused by Eutypa species, Botryosphaeria, Cylindrocarpon and related pathogens. As you know, the more researchers investigate on grapevine trunk diseases, the more complex the picture becomes. The workshop, held every two years, provides a very good opportunity to receive up to date information on grapevine trunk diseases. A general overview of the results so far obtained on various aspects of trunk diseases will be presented by general lectures which it is hoped will stimulate hearty discussions on concepts and terminology within the Council and among the workshop participants.
Previous workshops were held in Siena, Italy (October 1999); Lisbon, Portugal (September 2001); Christchurch, New Zealand (February 2003), Stellenbosh, South Africa (January 2005), and Davis, California (September 2006). It is now organized in Italy again, as decided at the 5th IWGTD in Davis, to link it to the 9th International Congress of Plant Pathology to be held in Turin, Italy, just before the IWGTD. These meetings resulted in the nearly complete production of  5 issues in Phytopathologia Mediterranea (www.fupress.com/pm/).  These papers were peer-reviewed and dedicated to the findings presented at these meetings. A dedicated issue will again be produced from papers and reviews on specific aspects presented at the upcoming meeting.
The workshop scientific program will be organized in oral and poster presentations. The Scientific Committee including the ICGTD Council members, will reserve the right to change your application from an oral presentation to a poster presentation where necessary if time contraints become a problem..
As in past workshops, we hope the program will encourage scientific, social and cultural interaction in a relaxed and congenial atmosphere. You are encouraged to take some days off after the workshop to discover the treasurers of art and history in Florence. Furthermore a field excursion is planned to the very famous Brunello di Montalcino production area on the last day, in a wonderful landscape and including visits to some historical sites as the S. Antimo Abbey.
