The International Council on Grapevine Trunk Diseases, ISPP Subject Matter Committee on Grapevine Trunk Diseases, is pleased to invite you to the 7th International Workshop on Grapevine Trunk Diseases (IWGTD) that will be held in Santa Cruz, Chile on 17-21 January 2010, in the Santa Cruz Plaza Hotel, 200 km from Santiago. 

The workshop, organized jointly with International Council on Grapevine Trunk Diseases (ICGTD) and Facultad de Ciencias Agronómicas – Universidad de Chile, will dedicate special attention to the Etiology, Epidemiology and Control of Grapevine Trunk Diseases: Esca-like (black measles) and related diseases (Petri disease, brown-wood streaking of vine cuttings, and white decay in particular), but will also welcome research papers on other wood diseases of grapevine, such as those caused by Eutypa species, Botryosphaeria, Cylindrocarpon and related pathogens. The workshop, held every two years, provides a very good opportunity to receive up-to-date information on grapevine trunk diseases. A general overview of the results so far obtained on various aspects of trunk diseases will be presented by different lecturers.

Previous workshops were held in Siena, Italy (October 1999); Lisbon, Portugal (September 2001); Christchurch, New Zealand (February 2003), Stellenbosh, South Africa (January 2005), Davis, California (September 2006) and Florence, Italy (September 2008). 

The workshop scientific program will consist in oral and/or poster presentations. The Scientific Committee including the ICGTD Council members, reserve the right to change your application from an oral to a poster presentation if time constraints make it advisable.

As in past workshops, we hope the program will promote scientific, social and cultural interaction in a relaxed and congenial atmosphere. You are encouraged to take some days off after the workshop to discover the treasures of Colchagua Valley. Its agriculture is based on wheat, corn, tomato, fruits and wine grapes. Vineyards have made Santa Cruz an important starting point to the Wine Route of the Colchagua Valley. 

Other attractions are the Wine Train and The Colchagua Museum close to the Santa Cruz Plaza Hotel.

We are looking forward to hearing from you and seeing you in Santa Cruz, Chile.
